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Skin needling is a procedure for the stimulation of 
new collagen fibers and other skin cells. It is developed 
to promote collagen  just below the surface of the skin. In 
contrary to all ablative techniques such as acids or laser it 
does not damage the skin nor is the epidermis removed.
 
How Skin Needling Works
Skin rejuvenation results from the natural response to 
wounding of the skin, even though the wound is minute 
it  causes  localized damage. Platelets are released and 
the normal process of 
inflammation commences, 
even though the wound is 
miniscule.

When thousands or tens of thousands of fine pricks are 
placed close to each other and one gets a field effect. 

This promotes the normal post-traumatic release 
of growth factors and infiltration of fibroblasts. 
This reaction is automatic and produces a surge 
of activity that inevitably leads to the fibroblasts 
being ‘‘instructed’’ to produce more collagen and 
elastin in the upper layer of the skin.   Active 
ingredients in the skin care products can reach 
into the depths of the skin about 10,000 times 
more effectively than by simply applying the 
products topically.  Different length needles 
reach to varying depths of the skin. 
 

Advantages of Skin Needling
• Treatment does not damage the skin. 
• Skin becomes thicker, with greater than a 400% 

increase in collagen deposition and significantly 
more elastin. 

• Any part of the body may be treated.
• Compared with laser resurfacing, it is less expensive 

and the skin is healthier. 
• May be safely done in people with darker pigmented 

skin, without fear of hyperpigmentation. 
• The skin does not become sun sensitive. 
• Can be done on people who have had laser resurfacing or 
have very thin skin.
